In addition, 
optional items may be shown on the units 
which may not have been ordered on the 
unit being installed.

*	 It is the sole responsibility of the installer 
to determine, prior to the installation, the 
requirements necessary for compliance with 
all codes involving the unit or the installation!

*	 All paperwork packaged with the unit 
and any associated options or accessories 
should be saved and presented to the home-
owner upon completion of the installation!

*	 HANDLE THE UNIT BY THE SHELL 
ONLY!  Never lift any unit by attachments or 
piping on the shell.

*	 All published unit dimensions are for 
reference only.  Any critical dimensions 
required for installation should be taken 
directly from the unit being installed!

*	 Any independent changes made to the 
unit (or to any options and accessories sup-
plied with the unit) beyond those required for 
normal installation can void all warranties! 
(Refer to warranties for further information.)

A careful check of the unit should be con-
ducted upon receipt.  Notify your supplier 
immediately if any questions or problems 
are encountered during this process.

Self-rimming style units ARE NOT designed for insertion into

a prefinished deck or platform area.  Any unit damage or system
failure attributed to the drop-in technique can void all warranties.When the installation involves a deck or platform 

area, framing and/or finishing  the deck or 
platform area is NOT RECOMMENDED 
until after the unit has been secured in 
position. 

NOTE:  A pump access, shown in Figure 4, 
is MANDATORY on all whirlpool equipped 
modules.  Additional access areas may be 
necessary to comply with installation site 
code requirements.  

Rim-to-Wall Application
Position the unit in the bath area with the 
rim edge against the wall framing. Check 
for any framing modifications which may be 
required to accommodate pipes or fittings 
on whirlpool equipped models.

With the unit properly positioned, check the 
following items (see Figure 1):

*	 Confirm the unit base or legs are resting 
flush on the floor.
*	 Confirm drain position.
*	 Confirm the unit is level along each side 
and at each end.
If required, place material under the base or 
legs to maintain the unit in a level position.  
After leveling the unit, place a mark along 
the bottom edge of the unit rim at each 
framing member.  Remove the unit and ap-
ply a 3/4 inch rail to the framing, positioning 
it about 1/16 inch below where the rim was 
marked (see Figures 1 and 5).  DO NOT 
install the 3/4 inch rail as a rim support. 
After repositioning and re-leveling the unit,  
drill and lag the base to various floor joists 
through the flange on the base, as shown in 
Figure 2 (only if your bathtub has a base 
instead of legs).

3.  The base and/or whirlpool
system may extend to the outer edge
of the unit, making it impossible to
insert the unit in a deck cut out without
causing damage.

4. Selective placement of
framing members may be
required to avoid damaging
whirlpool system components.

2.  The installation CANNOT  allow the
rim to support the weight of the unit.

Framing Procedure

Platform Surround Framing
With the base secured to the floor structure, 
as shown in Figures 1 and 2, the framework 
surrounding the unit can now be con-
structed.  Due to the design possibilities, it 
is impossible to provide exact guidelines for 
every type of installation.  

The following guidelines apply to every 
self-rimming unit regardless of the installa-
tion configuration.  A careful review of these 
guidelines before continuing is important in 
avoiding unnecessary problems resulting in 
an improper installation.  (Figures 3, 4 & 5)

a. All materials and construction techniques 
must comply with appli-cable codes for 
the installation site.

b. All framing must be square, level, and 
adequately designed to provide the 
structural (weight bearing) support nec-
essary for the areas use.

c. Provide all access areas required to com-
ply with applicable codes for the installa-
tion site. A service access is mandatory 
at the pump location on all whirlpool 
models for all installations.  (Figure 4)

d. Appropriate clearances between the 
framing and the bottom edge of the rim 
must be maintained for the application 
of underlayment and the finish mate-
rial, plus a 1/16 to 1/8 inch gap to allow 
for application of a waterproof sealant.  
(Figure 5)
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Platform Surround Finishing
Install and seal an appropriate underlay-
ment for the selected finish material as 
instructed by the manufacturer.  Make sure 
the underlayment extends under the tub rim 
far enough to provide adequate backing for 
the finish material.  (Figure 5)

Apply the finish material and seal accord-
ing to the manufacturer's specifications.  
(Figure 5)

After all the finish work is completed, care-
fully clean the area and apply an appropri-
ate waterproof sealant between the tub rim 
and the finish material.  Consult the sealant 
container for application instructions.  (Fig-
ure 5)

Rim-to-Wall Finishing
Install and seal an appropriate underlay-
ment to wall framing for the selected finish 
material as instructed by the manufacturer.  
On rim-to-wall installations it is recommend-
ed that a double layer of underlayment be 
applied to insure the finish material edge 
will end above a flat unit surface.  (Figure 6)

Apply the finish material, leaving 1/16 to 1/8 
inch clearance between the finish material 
edge and the tub surface to allow for seal-
ant application.  (Figure 6)

After all finish work is completed, carefully 
clean the area and apply an appropriate 
waterproof sealant between the tub surface 
and the edge of the finish material.  Consult 
the sealant container for application instruc-
tions.  (Figure 6)

Apron Applications
Removable panel and nail-in apron kit op-
tions are offered by MAAX Aker on selected 
self-rimming models, if a panel matching 
the unit is desired. (Contact supplier for 
availability and further information.)

Water Supply and Drain Connections
Refer to, and follow, the assembly and 
installation instructions provided with the 
supply valves and drain system. Carefully 
check all fittings and connections for leaks.

Unit Surface Care

EXTREME CAUTION is urged regarding  
the use of any cleaner, acid or solvent 

on the unit surface. 
 

READ AND FOLLOW ALL PACKAGE 
LABELS AND INSTRUCTIONS!

Through routine use, the unit surface can 
collect residues from soap, bath additives 
and natural body oils.  Additional deposits 
can also collect from minerals or particles 
found in the water.

After each use, wipe the excess water 
from the unit.  This practice will reduce the 
buildup of deposits and help maintain the 
natural unit lustre.

Following a thorough surface cleaning, an 
application of quality automotive wax will 
help reduce major accumulations.  The ac-
tual schedule for cleaning, and waxing, will 
depend on unit usage and water quality.

!

*	 Routine Cleaning:  Mild, nonabrasive 
cleaner specifically formulated for gelcoat 
and acrylic surfaces recommended. (Rinse 
surface thoroughly.)

*	 Heavy Soap Deposits:  Liquid ammonia 
household cleaner, applied full strength. 
(Rinse surface thoroughly.)

*	 Stubborn Stains:  Liquid household 
cleaner or hydrogen peroxide, applied full 
strength.  Place a saturated clean rag di-
rectly on stain and let stand several hours. 
(Rinse surface thoroughly.)

For extreme cases, buff area with white 
automotive polishing compound until stain 
disappears, and apply a quality automotive 
wax to surface.

*	 Hard Water Scales:  Liquid scale remover 
or white vinegar, applied full strength. 
(Rinse surface thoroughly.)

*	 Mold/Mildew:  Liquid mildew remover or 
baking soda and water paste.  Apply paste 
and allow to fizz several minutes. (Rinse 
surface thoroughly.)

*	 Construction Adhesive:  Soften adhesive 
with hand held dryer and peel off adhesive. 
(Caution is advised when using any electri-
cal device near water.)

For stubborn cases, apply rubbing alcohol 
or nail polish remover, full strength, to adhe-
sive. (Rinse surface thoroughly.)

Refer to Whirlpool System Assembly and 
Operation Guide for guidelines on system 
care.

During this time period, MAAX Aker will, at its discretion (following  
inspection and verification of the claimed defect by an authorized  company represen-
tative) either repair and/or refinish the unit or supply a replacement unit of comparable 
size and color without charge, but excluding any costs associated with the removal of 
and/or reinstallation of the unit. All MAAX Aker authorized and installed options and ac-
cessories are addressed under a separate warranty coverage program titled: OPTIONS 
AND ACCESSORIES LIMITED WARRANTY. 
 
THIS WARRANTY DOES NOT COVER DEFECTS RESULTING FROM: 
(a) improper unit installation, the surrounding structure or plumbing connections beyond 
the recommendations supplied by MAAX Aker within the scope of applicable codes and 
ordinances; or 
(b) accident, abuse, misuse, negligence, fire, flood, or acts of God; or 
(c) unreasonable use, including any use beyond that intended for the unit and/ or failure 
to follow the Care and Maintenance Instructions for the unit; or 
(d) any unauthorized alteration or modification to the unit beyond those required for 
normal installation, the addition of auxiliary powered devices or systems including but 
not limited to those which generate light, heat, or steam, or any other deviation to the 
unit not specifically designed for the unit, nor authorized in writing or installed by MAAX 
Aker; or 
(e) removal of unit from the initial installation site; or 
(f) the additions of enclosures, handicap accessories, grab bars, and/or other appli-
ances and fittings (including installation technique) not specifically  
designed for the unit, nor authorized in writing or installed by MAAX Aker. 
 
REPAIR, REFINISHING, OR THE SUPPLY OF A REPLACEMENT UNIT UNDER THIS 
WARRANTY SHALL BE THE EXCLUSIVE REMEDY. MAAX AKER SHALL NOT BE

DAMAGE TO THE BUILDING, ITS CONTENTS OR OCCUPANTS, OR FOR BREACH
