INSTALLATION

Place the mounting bracket against the junction box while
allowing wires to pass through the central opening. Fasten
mounting plate/bar to junction box with the mounting
screws (2) provided.

WIRE CONNECTION

Attach the junction box GROUND WIRE to the bare
copper GROUND WIRE from the fixture. Fasten with a
plastic wire nut. If there is not a ground wire from the
junction box, wrap the bare copper ground wire from the
fixture around the green screw on the mounting bracket.

Connect the fixture’s WHITE [neutral] wire to the NEUTRAL
WIRE from the junction box.

Connect the fixture’s BLACK [hot] wire to the HOT WIRE
from the junction box.

Tuck the wired connections into the junction box and
position the fixture’s backplate correctly over the mounting
plate/bar. Wires must be neatly positioned for the fixture
to sit properly on the mounting plate.

Secure the main backplate to the top mounting plate with
the provided thumb screws.

Once the backplate is mounted, measure down from
the center of the backplate 2-15/16” and 5-7/16” for the
decorative backplate mounting holes.

ﬂg D Attach the acrylic bottom diffuser to the body of the fixture
and secure it to the lower mounting bracket. Take care in
feeding the threaded pipe into the bracket on the backplate.

Thread the caps onto the threaded pipes.
ﬂg E Insert the lamp [not included]

Secure the main diffuser to the backplate with the provided
thumb screws.

Restore power to the junction box.
